Networking Lab #3
Goal:

To work collaboratively to build and connect multiple networks within the Classroom. Using the provided network map document your classroom network and test connectivity using ping and web server connectivity.

Information:

Build a network as in the previous lab Test all connections, don’t forget to reset the router to factory defaults. 

Disable the firewall on your machine.

Verify you can access the web server locally by going to 127.0.0.1 ( Loop Back address )

Enable IP Forwarding on your router for port 80 to your local machine

Verify you can access the web server locally by going to your outside router address (178.168.X.X )

Build a network using the provided network map, document your classroom network and test connectivity using ping and web server connectivity.
Ping other routers within the classroom network

Verify you can go to another tables web server (178.168.X.X )

If not try a ping again and verify your local IP address is on the network using ifconfig or ipconfig as appropriate.

Test Filezilla and transfer files to the remote server to view in the web page

Verify internet access to an outside web page.

Some problems you may encounter

Firewall on

No user permissions on the remote folder.

FTP is not pointed to the web folder.

No user account on the remote server.

Bring up the remote server web page and verify it displays your new web page.
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
